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We all have longings, but when life nears an end, our yearnings become more exigent. This was the case 
with my 64 year-old mother during her final months before succumbing to Ovarian Cancer. In our final 
conversations, she expressed that she wanted “far more from life,” but was convinced that she had     
already received “many lives worth of blessings.”  Margaret Cormier cherished the occasional, yet all too 
brief, holidays when her seven grandchildren shared some time until they   scattered back to far-flung 
homes in California, Connecticut and Massachusetts.  The demographics of her family's residences   
mirrored U.S. culture.  She keenly observed that the constellation of modern  families leaves little      
opportunity to nurture friendships among aunts, uncles, and cousins. 
 

Pleasant Valley Camp, in the YMCA’s robust tradition of connecting people near and far, has filled the 
gap left by distant homes by providing a special arena for three twelve-year-olds.  Never a camper  
herself, but an avid outdoorswoman, my mother had an uncanny appreciation for the wonders of  
sleepover camp.  Perhaps this came through her observation of me during one idyllic summer I spent as a 
counselor in the Berkshires at the YMCA’s Chimney Corners Camp. 
 

One evening during a T.V. commercial break, my mother shared her big idea: “Wouldn’t it be fun if all 
three cousins could go to camp together and live in the same cabin?” She offered to purchase flights, pay 
for camp tuition, or do whatever else it might take to make her yearning possible. 
 

Beginning in 2006 “Granna’s” idea became a reality. My mother’s three granddaughters, separated by 
3,000 miles throughout the year, the offspring of each of her three children, spent two weeks together as 
Juniors in Cabin Orion. Since then, every summer they have returned to PVC. 
 

The eldest by seven months; Ana Graczyk from Fairfield, CT, says, “it’s really fun to spend time with my 
cousins and to learn about how they are and what they really like.”  She relays a story about the “evil 
knocker” which one cousin began after lights out, and then was perpetuated by the other two until this 
scary demon was “found out” by their counselor.  Norah Connolly;  the youngest cousin, from Arlington, 
MA, says of the non-camp time spent with her cousins: “we used to only get to see each other at  
Christmas and were always shy for our first day together. By the time we felt comfortable, everyone had 
to go home.”  PVC has changed that. Josephine Cormier; the middle cousin, says that “its really cool to 
come all the way from San Francisco, CA, and play Marco Polo in such a gorgeous lake, especially with 
people who are actually related to me.” 
 

Novelist Pearl Buck, a keen observer of family life, wrote “no two people -- no mere father and mother -- 
are enough to provide emotional security for a child.  He needs to feel himself one in a world of kinfolk.”  
PVC provides this precious world, once a year for three cousins. From my mother's place beyond, I’m 
certain that she relishes their pleasure and laughs along with them.

Michael's older daughter Katie has attended Pleasant Valley Camp for 5 years, her favorite activities:   
kayaking and archery. Many campers, like Katie, return each year for the same sessions, which has allowed 
Katie to make lifelong friends here at Camp just like her father has. 
 

Congratulations Michael, here's to your next 20 years! 
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Every time I come home from camp and talk about my experiences there, friends ask me why I volunteer 
my time.  Usually, I just grunt out some plain answer like, “I like it there!”  That, of course, is true.  How-
ever, when I was asked the same question a few days ago, I started to think about why I still love going to 
camp. 
 

Is it the people? -  Sure, that is part of it.  I have a lot of friends at North Woods and Pleasant Valley – 
campers and staff alike. 
 

Is it the location? - Of course!  Our little part of central New Hampshire where the trees and waterfront are      
exceptional. 
 

Is it the camp stuff like program and evening activities, etc. – Yes.  That is certainly part of it. 
 

Is it working in the dining halls – Well, that’s part of it too.  (Even if the camp yells leave me hoarse for a 
few weeks!) 
 

Is it the singing and the laughter and the joking around – Right again! 
 

Is it seeing young men and women grow. – Bingo!  Right again. 
 

Do I get to feel like a kid again?  Well, no on that one.  I’ve always been a kid at heart.  Part of me has 
never “grown up”. 
 

Do I get to give something back to a place that taught me so much?  Yeah.  I do.  And that means a lot.
